The HENTER Mansion:
        The Henter mansion, now in ruins, was one of the village’s most important buildings, built in a baroque-renaissance style in 1700. From 1944 it housed the local school until it became unusable.

The Henter family’s crest pictures a stork killed by a bow.

CSIK-SZENTIMRE
Geographic Position:
     The village is situated in the Csíki Basin’s southern region, known as Alcsík (at SE of Hargita Mountains), at 11 kilometres distance from Csíkszereda. The locality is traversed by the River Olt, that divides it into Bedecs (on the eastern side) and Oltelve (vest).

Historical Background:
The locality is mentioned in the earliest historical documents. Sources name Tomaj Tamás the founder of Szentimre who is said to be buried close to it at the bottom of a hill that as his name (Tomaj Hill).

The first credible papers to mention the locality are the 1332 Papal Documents. In 1556 the locality is mentioned as two villages: Bedecehy (with 26 dwellings) and Zent Emréh (with 30 dwellings). The life and history of the locality was full with suffering, misery and struggle. In the first centuries there were battles to maintain local tribal orders and to consolidate local status. 

The people also suffered during both the Tatar and the Turkish invasions, in 1661 almost all the dwellings of Bedecs being destroyed by a fire.

In 1707 the locality was attached by the Austrian Brigadier Akton’s troops, whom generated more destruction than the Turks. Between 1717 – 19 the plague wiped out 404 people, reducing the number of inhabitants to 322.

      The Roman-Catholic Church:

The Roman Catholic Church has been erected in 1776 and from 1992 it is a national monument. It has been built under the supervision and expense of Baron Henter Antal, in the honour of Saint Margaret. The church has been erected on the ruins of an older building, an earlier church built in the gothic style. It is a mainly baroque style building with its oldest parts being the tower and the pulpit. The church’s protector saint is Saint Imre, its saint’s day being the 5th of November. The earliest artwork from the church dates from the 15th century.

The Zion:
        The Saint Margaret Zion is situated to the Vest of the Olt River, being erected in 1661 with the support of Tankó Margit. After a long period of abandonment the Zion got renovated in 1823 by the Henter family.

Büdös Spa:
       The Büdös (Stinky) Spa can be reached by car from Csíkszentkirály. It is situated at around 1200 metres altitude and it is famous for its curative powers due to the post volcanic high CO2 and H2S gases. Its waters are mainly used for the treatment of rheumatism and motoric problems. The radon rich gases enhance the functioning of various organs and regulate the activity of the central nervous system. The spa has been used since 1920 but the first facilities have been built in the 1960s. None of these are functioning at present.
